Followed by free time in Winton, a
visit to the Waltzing Matilda Centre
and a wander around this romantic,
classic outhack Queensland town.

Thursday 04 Winton - BouliaB D

Our journey is across the Queensland
Channel Country and over the
Diamantina which flows south past
Birdsville to Lake Eyre. Through
Middleton to Boulia this highway

is the home of the Min Min Lights,

an unusual shimmering light
phenomenon that can appear at
night.

Friday 05 Boulia - Alice Springs
BLD

An early start on the dirt of the
Donchue Highway shadowing

the Georgina River with its many
tributaries to cross the Northern
Territory border. Through the Toko,
Tarlton, Jervois and Harts Ranges on
the Plenty Highway in the northern
reaches of the Simpson Desert.
We arrive at the hub of Central
Australia, Alice Springs for three
nights.

Saturday 06 Alice SpringsB D

A restful morning before a day
exploring some of the features of the
MacDonnell Ranges, from scenic to
culturally significant areas.

Sunday 07 Alice Springs B

Take an optional early morning Hot
Air Balloon through the rugged
outback, followed by a tour of “The
Alice” nestled on the north side

of the MacDonnell Ranges. In the
afternoon there is an optional visit to
the Alice Springs Desert Park.

The Severin family has protected
the million-acre wildlife corridor
that balances cattle production
with conservation of this precious
landscape. Appreciate a tour of the
handmade paper, made from the
native grasses found on the station,
a distinctive and beautiful souvenir
of Central Australia.

Tuesday 09 Curtin Springs B D

The Uluru-Kata Tjuta National Park
is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage
Site, after a day in the park you will
see why. We spend the morning at
Uluru and the information centre.
Return to Yulara Village for lunch and
an optional helicopter flight over the
spectacular sandstone formations.
Later visit Kata Tjuta (The Olgas] to
walk through the valleys between
the mighty domes. Enjoy a sausage

Monday 15 Perth B

After breakfast enjoy your morning
in Perth before we transfer to the
airport for an evening flight.

Saturday 13 Kalgoolie - Perth B
Finishing off Australia’s Longest
Shortcut we inspect the Super Pit
and leave the Goldfields, through the
Wheatbelt then down the Darling
Scarp to Perth, having crossed the
Country North East to South West.

Todays city Tour of Perth includes
the famous port of Fremantle, a walk
in Kings Park and a beachfront drive.
